2. Extra Strength Forgiveness 
Getting active in the forgiveness process by initiating a safe & gentle conversation with 
them

3. Prescription Strength Forgiveness 
Getting active in the forgiveness process by blessing them & doing good things for them 

• Matthew 5:38-48

Heart of the Lesson: God Watches Over Us Wherever We Are 

Parent Connection: Go for a walk as a family. Take the “Binoculars” that your toddler made in class today. As you walk, 
let your toddler use the “binoculars” to look around and find things (like I Spy). When you’re almost home, say: Who is 
watching over us right now? God is watching over us wherever we are. 

This series will learn Biblical truths, as well as review some of the lessons from this year with the help of The Veggie Tales 
and Saddleback videos. 

Memory Verse: “I love you Lord, you are my strength.” Psalm 18:1 

Heart of the Lesson: Miracles of Jesus | John 2:1-12; Matthew 14:13-21; Matt 19: 13-15; Matt 20:13-15; Mark 4:35-41; 
Luke 23-24; Mark 16:15-20; Luke 24:50-53; Matthew 28:18-19 

Parent Connect: Today we reviewed some of Jesus’ miracles; Wedding at Canna, Feeding the 5,000, Easter, etc. These 
miracles show us that God loves us and He is powerful! Talk to your kid about other ways God shows us He loves us! 
How do we show others that we love them? 

Memory Verse: “For the law was given through Moses, but God’s unfailing love and faithfulness came through Jesus 
Christ.” John 1:17 

Heart of the Lesson: The Messiah has come. - John 1, Luke 2, Luke 2:41 

Parent Connect: Share stories with your child about when they were born and a young child. Discuss what 
Jesus might have been like as a child.

Each week here in the parent connection, we will share the question and a way that 
you can continue the conversation at home.

Heart of the Lesson: Promotion Sunday – 1 Timothy 4:12 

Parent Connect: Use your new binder ring to practice memorizing our series verse: Matthew 7:7-8. What do these verses 
mean?
