LEARNING HABITS OF PRAYER

Heart of the Lesson: You Need a Partner: The Holy Spirit Helps You. Pray, ask & listen. - Romans 8:26-30

Parent Connect: Set time aside and ask your kids, what's something you want to thank God for, something you want to ask
God for and who is someone you want God to speak to. Pray those things together in the car, before a meal, and at bedtime.

Memory Verse: But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against these things! Galatians 5:22-23

Heart of the Lesson: Love, Joy, Peace — 1 John 4:16, John 15:9-11, 2 Corinthians 8:1-2, Romans 5:1, Philippians 4:6-7

Parent Connect: How can you see love, joy, and peace in the character of God? How does being rooted in God lead to the fruit
of love, joy, and peace in you?
