Parent Connect: Jesus spent a lot of time with his friends/disciples. Jesus was God and a real person. He walked the

Earth and laughed, smiled, ate food, and did all the things we do — with his friends. Where did you meet your friends?

Heart of the Lesson: Naomi and Ruth — Jesus uses others to disciple us in brokenness — Ruth 1:1-9, 16-18
Parent Connect: Consider sharing as a family at dinner a time where your family experienced brokenness or walked

alongside another friend or family that was experiencing brokenness. Talk about how that has led you and your family
closer to God.
