Jesus wants to be our best friend, but He also wants us to have friendships on earth too. In this series we want to show
our kids how to be a good friend, find a good friend and examples of different kinds of friendships in the Bible.

Memory Verse: “Two people are better off than one, for they can help each other succeed. If one person falls, the other
can reach out and help. But someone who falls alone is in real trouble.” Ecclesiastes 4:9-10

Heart of the Lesson: Friends comfort and put each other’s needs before their own — Book of Ruth
Parent Connect: Today we learned about Ruth and her relationship with Naomi. How did Ruth care for and support

Naomi? How can we support our friends in times of need? Parents, share a time you comforted a friend and put a friend’s
need before your own.
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On promotion Sunday we talked about how we shouldn’t let people look down on us because of our youth as we looked 1
Timothy 4:12. In this series, we will explore that idea further and dive into what discipleship looks like as a 5th or 6th
grader. This month in G56 we are learning about what it means to be a disciple, Jesus’ example of discipleship, and two
examples of discipleship from the Bible.

Memory Verse: “Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the
Son and the Holy Spirit. Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands | have given you. And be sure of this: | am
with you always, even to the end of the age.” Matthew 28:19-20

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus’ example of discipleship — Jesus calls us to make disciples — Luke 6:12-16, Luke 8:19-21,
Luke 9:1-6, Matthew 28:18-20

Parent Connect: Ask your student to pick a friend that they might want to disciple. Pray with your student over this friend
and encourage them to invite the friend to church, or a church event, or even over to play or for dinner.
