Memory Verse: “Jesus Loves Us” John 3:16 (Adapted for Toddlers)
Heart of the Lesson: Jesus Loves Everyone
Parent Connect: Take today’s lesson deeper with your toddler at home! Sing this song to the tune of “Three Blind Mice:” Climb up the tree. (Make climbing motions.) Climb up the tree. (Shield your eyes and look
around.) Jesus is standing below the tree. (Point to the ground.) Jesus loves you, and he loves me. We will learn the story of Jesus Calming the storm, Jesus blessing the little children, Jesus raising Jarius’ daughter, and Jesus healing the Blind Man. We will learn that Jesus is powerful!

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus Calms the Storm | Matt 8:23-27, Mark 4:35-41, Luke 8:22-25
Parent Connect: Today we learned that Jesus is Powerful. We learned about the story of Jesus Calming the Storm (read it in Luke 8:22-25) and made boats to remind us that Jesus is powerful. Help your kid make a water center this week using a shallow bucket and their boat, reminding them that Jesus is powerful!
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For seven weeks, we will help our kids not only learn more facts about Jesus and His ministry but also imagine what it might have been like if they were on the journey with Jesus. How would they have responded? What emotions might they have felt?
