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Believing 
 
Immediately Jesus made His disciples get into the boat and go before Him to the other side, while He 
sent the multitudes away. Matthew 14:22 NKJV  
  
And when He had sent the multitudes away, He went up on the mountain by Himself to pray. Now when 
evening came, He was alone there. Matthew 14:23 NKJV  
  
But the boat was now in the middle of the sea, tossed by the waves, for the wind was contrary. 
Matthew 14:24 NKJV  
  
Now in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went to them, walking on the sea. Matthew 14:25 NKJV  
  
And when the disciples saw Him walking on the sea, they were troubled, saying, “It is a ghost!” And 
they cried out for fear. Matthew 14:26 NKJV  
  
But immediately Jesus spoke to them, saying, “Be of good cheer! It is I; do not be afraid.” Matthew 
14:27 NKJV  
 
And Peter answered Him and said, “Lord, if it is You, command me to come to You on the water.”

And when they got into the boat, the wind ceased. Matthew 14:32 NKJV  
 
Then those who were in the boat came and worshiped Him, saying, “Truly You are the Son of God.”

Heart of the Lesson: God Keeps us Safe Wherever We are 

Parent Connect: Today we learned that God keeps us safe wherever we are. Build a fort with your toddler and discuss 
how God keeps us safe wherever we are, inside or outside our fort! 

 

 

In this series, we will learn how God is always there and God will protect us! Following the life of Moses, from a baby floating 
down the Nile all the way through Moses’ miracle parting the Red Sea, God protected him!  

Memory Verse: “But when I am afraid, I will put my trust in You.” Psalm 56:3 

Heart of the Lesson: Exodus 11-14:14 

Parent Connect: Today we learned how God saves us! Moses and the Israelites leaving Egypt but were being followed by 
Pharaoh’s Army!
