Heart of the Lesson: We Can Be A Friend To Jesus

Parent Connect: Using today’s craft, help your kid count the 5 loaves and 2 fish. Encourage your kid to tell you today’s
story and say, “We can be a friend to Jesus.”

In this series, we will learn about peoble Jesus met during His early miniétry. From John the Babtist, to chdosing His
disciples and meeting a woman at a well, Jesus had very special encounters.

Memory Verse: “John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, ‘Look! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the
world!”” John 1:29

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus Calls His Disciples | Matthew 4, Mark 1, Luke 5
Parent Connect: Today in our story we learned of when Jesus calls all 12 of His disciples. Jesus told each one to follow

Him. Play a game of follow the leader with your kid and family or friends. As your marching around, talk about how great it
would have been to be called on Jesus to follow Him!

Heart of the Lesson: Seeing People As God Sees | John 4

Parent Connect: This Sunday, we talked about how God sees people differently than how people see people. Have your
family look at each other and write down five things they see or notice about their family members. Talk about how God
sees beyond our eye color and height and how He sees us as his children who need him desperately.

This is a great opportunity to
live by example and show your student or walk your student through how you ask for forgiveness from your sins and let
them know that they can also ask for forgiveness.
